Few things evoke charged feelings
like blood — suffering, blood ties,
ecstasy. Imagine a gift intended for
an anonymous subject. In the perfor-
mance This Blood is for You the artist
has asked groups of migrants, people
of different national origins, if they
are willing to donate their blood to
the Swedish Blood Bank. The moment
of giving is registered through a
documentary picture. The law grants
full anonymity between donors and
recipients, therefore there is only

the gift — beyond nationality, ethnic
origins or skin colour — the pure

will of life saving, which is left. The
photographs are on display during the
weekend and for the opening there
will be a delegated performance by
the participants of the project.
